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MILLIPEDES

Another pest that has been a bother to
many homes and business owners
over the past few winters is the, Ommatoiulus
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moreletii or Portuguese Millipede. As the name

suggests they are native to

Europe.
The smooth cylindrical black
shiny body sets it apart from the
Native Perth species,
(Oncocladosam&rown bumpy
look or Dimerognusdark brown stripes, tucks head
and tail in on a double curl).
Portuguese millipedes are
generally found in grassland,
woodland and suburban gardens,

swhere they prefer to live in areas

of leaf litter, mulched garden beds and ground
covered with plants. Many people come across
Portuguese millipedes invading their homes or
businesses in plagues of 100s or 1000s, others may
only see a few after the winter rains; millipedes do
not breed inside and are no threat to humans.

If you are one of the unlucky properties to have a
plague of the Portuguese millipedes, they can be
treated with a chemical treatment, though
prevention is better for control. If you continuously
have problems each winter with plagues of the
Portuguese millipedes here are some tips to make
your home less attractive to them;

Repair any leaks around the building.

Limit debris stored around the exterior walls.
Reduce any water accumulation around the
building by improving drainage.

Keep down pipes and gutters cleaned out.

Keep lawns short.

Keep mulch at a minimum in winter and away
from direct contact with the building exterior, min
15cm out.

Collect leaf litter buildup in gardens and around
home regularly.

All these tips are for reducing breeding sites and
moisture around the home. If this fails to deter the
Portuguese millipedes then you can call us

to carry out a chemical treatment, though
this method can work out to be costly as chemicals
break down quickly when exposed to constant wet
weather and are best applied just before the
plagues hit the property.

BUILDING A NEW HOME OR EXTENSION?
WHAT ABOUT YOUR INITIAL TERMITE
TREATMENT?

Part A: (Under slab) this takes place before the
concrete slab is laid. Once all formwork is
complete, we will then apply the Termiticide at the
manufacturers MAXIMUM RATE.

Part B (Perimeter treatment) this is applied after
the home has been built, all site work has been
completed, the garage has been poured (an area
that owners often forget to treat) and the
screening for paving is complete but has not been
laid directly abutting the home. As with Part A we
then apply the Termiticide at the manufacturers
MAXIMUM RATE.

Ingredients: 6 Eggs

3 tbsp Dijon mustard

6 anchovies

4 tbsp of grated Parmesan

1 tbsp of capers

30ml vinegar

30ml lemon juice

1 Itr extra virgin olive oil

Thoroughly blend all ingredients except olive oil. While
blending, gradually add the olive oil (Important that you
add the olive oil gradually) and season to taste.

This will keep in the fridge for quite some time.
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
