OUR SPRING PEST FOCUS - BED BUGS
Bedbugs belong to the order Hemiptera. The two main species
that bite humans and feed on blood, both here in Perth and
around the world, are the common bed bug Cimex lectularius,
and the tropical bed bug Cimex hemipterus. Bed bugs are
wingless insects, roughly oval in shape, and are
fast runners. They are rust brown in color and
change to a deeper red brown following a blood
meal. Bed bugs are dorsoventrally flattened and
being thin means that they can hide in narrow
cracks and crevices, making detection often very difficult. A
common misconception is that they are not visible to the naked
eye. Adults grow to 4-5 mm, in length and do not move quickly
enough to escape the notice of an attentive observer. Newly
hatched nymphs are translucent, lighter in colour and become
browner as they moult and reach maturity, generally after each
feed of blood. In size, they are often compared to an apple seed
in terms of colour, size and shape.

Bed bugs are one of the world’s greatest hitchhikers and are
readily transported via luggage, clothing, bedding and furniture,
to homes and hotels within Perth; though they have a worldwide
distribution. Bedbug bites are normally located in the top parts
of the body and the feet and lower legs (this does depend on the
size of the infestation). Mild medical treatment may be needed,
for some people who have allergic reactions; other people may
have no reaction to the bites at all.

TREATMENT PROCESS

@ All areas of the room will need a complete and
comprehensive inspection, starting from the bed and
then working around the room, up to and including the
ceiling and light fittings.

@ Bed Linen and curtains will need to be removed from
the room in plastic bags and undergo a wash at
temperatures over 60 degrees Celsius. You should notify
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your linen supplier so they can safely launder the
infected linen without cross contamination.

@ cprc will carry out a full inspection of the room, this
includes; bed/bed head, mattress, bed base, cupboards,
lounge suites, chairs, curtains, paintings/mirrors on
walls, ceiling, electrical equipment and switches,
wardrobes and carpets. During the inspection all bed
bugs located will be spot treated prior to starting full
treatment.

@ Don't forget it is recommended within the Code of
Practice to inspect all adjoining rooms above, below and
next to the infested room.

@ Following the inspection our pest managers will steam
clean and vacuum up all bed bugs and bed bug eggs,
from the mattresses, bed base or furniture that is
harbouring bed bugs. We will also vacuum the room to
remove excess bugs from carpets.

This process is the only way to successfully treat bed
bug eggs as no chemical is registered to kill eggs.

A chemical wet spray treatment can then be applied to
the affected areas and rooms, subfloor areas and cracks
and crevices of the room including bed bases.

@ The treated room or room’s needs to be left for
approximately 7 days at which time we carry out our
second visit to reinspect and retreat the room or rooms.
If live bed bugs are located on this visit due to the level
of bed bug activity found on the first inspection, we will
then return in 5 to 7 days for our final inspection and
treatment. We will continue to inspect and treat until
no bed bugs are located. (Usually 3 visits).

The more serious the infestation the more treatments
and follow ups required.

It is often claimed that bed bugs can be killed via heat
by placing infested materials into black plastic bags and
then into the sun. However, a scientific investigation has
shown that this can be ineffective with large items such
as mattresses, which have a high thermal inertia
(Doggett et al., 2006). Since this method cannot be
relied upon to disinfect items it is not recommended
within the Code of Practice.

@ All Commercial Pest Control bed bug treatments come
with a full 3 month warranty.
