BEE SWARMS

This season we have received many calls relating to bee hive
treatments and just as many calls about swarming bees. Bees are
dependent on pollen as a protein source and on flower nectar or
oils as an energy source. European Honey Bees, Apis mellifera,
play an important role as pollinators of crops and wild flowers in
Perth. We must remember that this species is not native to
Australia and when the bees break away from the commercial
industry they become feral. Swarming is created when the
original hive becomes over populated. The Queen will know that
this has begun and will produce a reproductive new queen. This
new queen, when mature, will take flight with some of the old
colony to start a new colony elsewhere, giving the original hive
room to keep breeding. When people see swarms of bees they
tend to think straight away that it is a new hive when in fact
most of the time it is just a swarm. When a swarm of bees is on
the move, they do not want to stop for too long. In the middle of
that swarm is the Queen. All the bees want to do is keep her
protected and warm; they are not usually aggressive at this
stage. Flying out in front of the swarm are scout bees. They are
searching for a safe place to build the :
new hive, so you will find that the
bees normally move on within a
couple of hours. If however they have
been in the same place for a full day,
call CPC as this is most likely the start
of hive building. The most important
things to do when you see a swarm around your home are;

Close the doors and windows.

Don’t spray the bees with anything at all.

At a safe distance, assess what the bees are doing.
Call CPC if you need more advice.
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TERMITE TREATED ZONES. IS YOUR

KIDS CORNER CHRISTMAS
HOLIDAY RECIPE
POLKA-DOT POPS by Brooke McLay

Ingredients: 1 bag white chocolate chips, 1 cup mini M&M'’s
(sprinkles, crushed candy canes, and other small candies for
decorating), 12-15 extra long sucker sticks, large piece of
parchment paper.

Step 1: Ask for Mum or Dad’s help. In a large microwave-safe
bowl, microwave the white chocolate chips for 30 seconds.
Remove and stir. Microwave for an additional 30 seconds,
remove and stir. Continue this process JUST until the chocolate is
melted. You don’t want to overheat the chocolate, because it will
mottle as it dries (you don’t just have to use white) Step 2:
Spoon the melted chocolate into an extra large freezer bag. With
a pair of sharp scissors, snip 1/2" off of one corner of the bag.
Step 3: Place a small dollop of melted chocolate on the
parchment. Lay a sucker stick on top of the dollop of chocolate,
then pipe a 2-3"spiral of white chocolate over the sucker stick.
Decorate carefully with small candies. Allow to harden in a cool,
dry place (but not the
fridge! Sticking those
suckers in the fridge will
make the chocolate cool
too quickly, causing it to
become splotchy). Wrap
individual suckers in
plastic wrap & tie with a
bow to share with friends,
family & neighbours. Eat &
enjoy kids!
