2011. Termite Inspection agreements are now a
requirement of our insurer and are also part of the

 Australian Standards. Anyone requiring a Pre
ﬁ Purchase Timber Pest Inspection or an annual
Termite Inspection done on their home with us for
the first time will be sent this agreement. It outlines
what you can expect and your rights as the client,
once again an example of ensuring the latest
standards are upheld.

does start to drop and the cool nights start to slowly

creep in, so do the rodents.

Autumn is the time of year that the rodents will

start to investigate buildings for a warmer place to

raise their young; this means if they have warmth

and a good food source they are more likely to
breed better. On

average they can have

4 —10 litters per
breeding season and
up to 10 young per
litter (depending on
species) this is a lot of
rodents to have running around in your roof
throughout the winter nights. This is the best time
to proof your home against a pesky invasion. The
best way to control mice and rats is to make it
impossible for them to enter your home, but if they
do remove any easy food source. In general, all
openings greater than 3.2cm should be sealed for
mice and 4cm should be sealed for rats.

Check all openings around utility lines that enter
your home. These include service conduits such as

water pipes, electric wires, air-conditioning units,
drain pipes and vents, which should all be sealed.
Also check for broken windows and unscreened
vents. Roofs should be checked to see that tiles are
secured tight and sheeting is complete.

Make sure you check under sinks where pipes enter
the wall. This is a great area for mice and rats to
enter your home or business. If you are vigilant you
will limit the chance of having to call a technician
this winter for rodents. However should you still find
you have unwanted visitors, CALL.

Under the heath regulations act 1956 all
Technicians in Western Australia must hold a
current, Western Australian Pest Technician
Licence, issued by the Health department of
Western Australia. This can be acquired after
completing a Provisional Pest Management
course 1 week full time.
+ Alogbook is given to each student to
record 40 Termite inspections and the first
30 days of general pest management
services under direct supervision.
=+ The new technician will then be required
to attend TAFE for 3 hrs per week over the
next 12 months and be deemed competent
by both the lecturer and the health
department and only then is the technician
permitted to apply for their full licence.
Then there is CPC standards.

While we must follow the above health
department industry standards, CPC policy takes
it one step further requiring the following;

= A minimum of 100 Termite Inspections are
to be completed under direct supervision,
only then if deemed competent by our
trainer, will the new technician be allowed
to inspect a home without supervision.

= A minimum of 6 weeks on the job training
with a senior technician for commercial
and residential sites, before carrying out
treatments unsupervised.

+ Only a technician that meets both the CPC
and industry standards is permitted to
assess, inspect or treat your home or
business.

Pumpkin and Capsicum soup
’Perfect for the chilly mgﬁts coming!

1 x 3 second spray oil

2 medium onion, coarsely chopped

950 g pumpkin, raw, peeled, deseeded, chopped into
chunks

1 medium red capsicum, deseeded, chopped

12 g instant stock powder, vegetable

2/3 cups skim milk

1 Tbsp fresh chives, chopped

4 Thsp plain diet or no-fat yoghurt

Heat a large saucepan over medium heat. Spray with
oil. Add onion and cook, stirring for about 5 minutes
or until softened, but not browned.

Add pumpkin, capsicum and stock. Bring to the boil.
Reduce heat to low, cover and simmer for about 25
minutes or until vegetables are tender.

Transfer mixture to the bowl of food processor or
blender and blend until smooth. Return soup to
saucepan over low heat.

Add milk and chopped chives.

Reheat until hot. Season to taste with salt and pepper.
Ladle soup into bowls. Serve with yoghurt, a few fresh
chives and freshly ground black pepper.
